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It has not been so long since we have operated on a 52- year- old male with diagnosis of Sepsis secondary to diabetic Foot, Right with Pleural Effusion Secondary to PTB. Now there is another patient to be admitted at the ER, with the same fate to be directed to the operating room once with optimized.  Surprisingly, the patient was also pale with low haemoglobin as complication of DM. We have borrowed blood at the blood bank in order to correct the anemia. 

During her first day in the hospital, we inform the patient regarding the necessary procedure that will be done to her. We also asked the relatives to come up with the materials needed for the operation. Second day came, but still they weren’t able to comply with the supplies. We tired our very best in helping them in providing the necessary materials needed. As doctors, we tried to borrow blood from the bank blood but unfortunately, they denied us. Due to lack of materials and support  from the relatives, we weren’t able to proceed with the operation and caused the patient to die.

The operation pushed through at a private hospital. Decisions were made by the patient with at least some knowledge regarding his illness coming from me.
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
